Starting school 

Children reach statutory school age at the start of the term 
following their 5th birthday. Under current legislation all infant and 
primary schools provide for 4 year olds to be admitted into the 
reception class on a full/part-time basis in the September after 
their fourth birthday. 

Applying for a place in Year 3 

If your child is leaving Year 2 of an infant school in July 2022 you 
will need to apply for a Year 3 place at another school. The 
schools listed in the Year 3 section of this booklet are those 
which have an intake at Year 3. If you also want to apply for a 
place at a primary school which does not have an intake at Year 
3, you will need to complete a separate in year application form 

for that school. For more information on which schools might 
have in year vacancies please contact Surrey Schools and 
Childcare Services on 0300 200 1004. 

Split site schools
