In Mathematics,
the students are enthusiastically exploring
factor pairs and applying this knowledge to
solve multiplication challenges. Regular
practice with quick factor identification at home,
such as asking "What are the factor pairs of
367" significantly strengthens their
mathematical fluency.

This week brought wonderful celebrations,
particularly the Year 4 nativity performance.
The Year 4 students delivered their nativity
presentation yesterday at St. Mary's, creating a
truly magnificent experience. The children
displayed exceptional confidence, beautiful
singing voices, and genuine Christmas spirit
that brought joy to all who witnessed their
performance.



Year 5

Year 5 have almost finished our letter home
from the Golden Hinde, writing some
amusing anecdotes of our adventures
onboard. We have continued the seafaring
theme by learning about the Spanish
Armada, and have started to research and
finalise our pottage/ soup recipes ready to
make in January.

In RE, we have now finished learning about
Islam and in Science, we have been looking
at the life-cycles of mammals (placental,
marsupial and monotreme).

Absence Penalties

Just to remind parents/carers that if they take
their children out of school without authority for
5 or more days (which do not have to be
consecutive), then the following will apply:

e |[f you have not incurred a penalty notice
relating to this child/children in a rolling 3
year period since 19 August 2024, then the
penalty notice will be charged at the rate of
£160.00, per parent/carer per child, if paid
within 28 days. This will be reduced to
£80.00 if paid within 21 days of receipt of the
notice. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will
result in Surrey County Council considering
legal proceedings against you in the
Magistrates Court.

e |f you have incurred a penalty notice relating
to this child/children since 19 August 2024,
the rolling 3 year period will be activated
from the date of the first penalty notice and
the second penalty notice will be charged at
the flat rate of £160.00, per parent/carer per
child, if paid within 28 days. There will be no
reduction for payment within 21 days.
Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will result in
Surrey County Council considering legal
proceedings against you in the Magistrates
Court.



Absence Penalties

(cont’d)

e |f you have incurred 2 penalty notices
relating to this child/children in the rolling 3
year period since the first penalty notice was
issued, then you will NOT receive a third
penalty notice — Surrey County Council will
have no option but to consider a
prosecution, per parent/carer per child, in
the Magistrates Court under s 444 Education
Act 1996.

Surrey County Council is not responsible for
authorising pupil absence and therefore
cannot withdraw any Penalty Notice
requests without the written permission of
the Headteacher.



Leave of Absence

Please be aware that we have introduced a
new system for the recording of absence using
a newly created page on our school website.
This will allow us to centralise the messages
we receive and create a smoother process for
our staff.

The Absence Reporting Tab allows you to
record:

1. Sickness (on the day)
2. Requests for absence from school - known
In advance

not monitored consistently throughout the day.
